






























































BURLINGTON POLICE ANNUAL REPORT - 2007
FIELD TRAINING OFFICER (FTO)

The Burlington Police Department relies heavily on its Field Training Program to ensure the
department will maintain and improve upon its current high level of standards. Officers selected
to be a Field Training Officer demonstrate pride in the department and take ownership in the
training program.

The Field Training Officers are selected based upon their ability to work well with others, their in-
depth knowledge of the criminal justice system and demonstration of positive interpersonal skills.
The Field Training Officer trains Probationary Officers to see the world as a law enforcement
officer, assist the new officer in analyzing each situation and determining what is ordinary and out-
of-the-ordinary, and insure the new officer independently reacts to situations with minimal
assistance.

This assignment is one of the most challenging positions for uniformed officers at the Burlington
Police Department. The Field Training Officer, or FTO, works directly with the new officer
detailing every aspect of their new position and explaining every facet. The FTO must have a
good working knowledge of the job in order to adequately train and ready the new officer for solo
patrol, the ultimate goal of the FTO program. During the entire FTO program the new officer
receives training from three different FTOs. They benefit from the training and job experience of
each of these FTOs independently as they explain and train on the different types of calls they have
already encountered, receiving a more rounded and complete training experience.

The Burlington Police Department currently has eleven certified Field Training Officers. During
the year 2007, two patrol officers received training and received certification as FTOs. The
Burlington Police Department hired two new officers in August of 2007 and they graduated from
the lowa Law Enforcement Academy in December of 2007. Immediately upon graduation from
ILEA, they began the Field Training Program with two highly qualified Field Training Officers
and are on schedule to complete the program in April of 2008.

The Burlington Police Department’s Field Training Program could easily be described as the best
in the Southeast Iowa area and arguably one of the best in the entire state. The officers involved in
the program are enthusiastic and highly dedicated to the success of the program, the department
and the personnel they train. The Field Training Program promotes a professional department
through training of the probationary officers along with leadership and dedication demonstrated by
the Field Training Officers.

PARKING ENFORCEMENT 2007

The parking enforcement position is a one-person 32-hour part-time position. This person reports
to the day shift patrol commander. Primary functions are to enforce parking restrictions in the
downtown area. Other duties include working abandoned vehicles throughout the City as well as
picking up and transportation of found bicycles. All found or recovered bicycles are taken to a
storage garage near the airport and tagged with the intent of getting them returned to the owner if
possible. If not, they are tuned over to the County Auditor for auction.

The time spent with bicycles and an abandoned vehicle by the parking enforcement officer enables
the patrol division to stay focused on other duties.

Found bicycles decreased from 159 in 2006 to 73 in 2007. Abandoned vehicles checked changed
from 545 in 2006 to 395 in 2007. Out of 395 vehicles, only 36 were ticketed and the rest were
removed from the streets.

POLICE RESERVE UNIT-2007

The Burlington Police Department Reserve Officer Unit is comprised of a group of dedicated
citizens that have a genuine interest in providing service to the community. These men and
women give of their time and talent, not only to make the community a safer place to live and
work, but to strengthen the level of communication between the police department and the public
that they serve. Reserve Officers receive no financial compensation for their efforts, however their
efforts are indispensable.

In 2007, the Reserve Unit provided nearly 1,000 hours of service to the citizens of our community
in a selfless effort to augment a patrol division that has operated at less than full strength for
several years. The Reserve Unit boasts a group of citizens that have experience in Law
Enforcement, Corrections, Sales, Communications, Transportation and Small Business Ownership.
The insight that these individuals bring from their chosen careers allows them to successfully
complete tasks to suit the needs of the community. These officers are entrusted with a myriad of
assignments that include: crowd and traffic control, crime scene preservation, evidence processing
and patrol operations.

The Reserve Unit blends individuals into a team atmosphere that is focused on setting an example
for the citizens of the community by serving in the dual role of citizen and officer. In what is
viewed as a testament to the success of Law Enforcement in Burlington, the Reserve Unit includes
men and women that not only reside within the city limits of Burlington, but also includes citizens
of West Burlington and Des Moines County that choose to be a part of the unit’s success within
our city.

Reserve officers complete training that ensures that the quality of police service to the community
is consistent with the daily standards of operation that is provided by our sworn officers. These
training requirements can take several years to complete, but are necessary to maintain standards
of professionalism throughout the department. Their desire to participate in this type of extensive
training further distinguishes these citizens as being dedicated members of both the community
and the department.

Although both the Police Department and the community benefit from the efforts of these
individuals, the rewards that they receive are often intrinsically based. The relationships and
interactions are often beyond what they would experience in their chosen profession, as a result of
the citizens that they encounter within a diverse and growing community. These personal
experiences have led to several former Reserve Officers finding that a career in Law Enforcement
is truly rewarding and choosing to become full-time Burlington Police Officers.

CRIMINAL INVESTIGATION DIVISION - 2007

Investigating crimes within the city limits of Burlington begins with initial reports taken by our
Patrol Officers. Following the initial collection of information a decision is made by Patrol
Command Officers whether or not to send cases to the Criminal Investigation Division for further
investigation. After review and acceptance by the CID Commander, cases are assigned to a
Detective. Most generally cases assigned to the Criminal Investigation Division are of a more
sertous matter that require specific and uninterrupted attention.

Cases most likely to be investigated by Detectives
include Homicides, Robberies, Sexual Assaults,
Burglaries, Computer Crimes, Serious Assaults and
Arsons. Each Detective, upon their assignment to CID,
is provided with updated and specific training
necessary so that a complete and accurate investigation
can be delivered to the Prosecuting Attorney.

This year was again a developmental year for CID with the assignment of three new detectives,
however we were fortunate enough to bring one seasoned detective back from patrol to assist with
the learning process. The new detectives attended multiple schools and training seminars so that
they could develop the knowledge necessary to properly investigate major crimes.

The Criminal Investigation Unit has seen numerous successes over the past year with our newly
developed computer crimes section, however we are once again looking to replace another
seasoned veteran for this assignment due to retirement. Computer Crimes has become a large part
of the investigative process in this unit and remains a priority for the Burlington Police
Department.

This year proved to be an extremely busy year for the Criminal Investigation Unit due to extensive
training for new detectives and an increase over the past two years in case assignments while at the
same time enjoying many successes.

SOUTHEAST IOWA NARCOTICS TASK FORCE-2007

SEINT is made up of three jurisdictions including the West Burlington Police Department,
Burlington Police Department and the Des Moines County Sheriffs Department. Collectively all
three jurisdictions understand the need for and contribute to a collaborative effort at reducing
narcotics use, distribution and manufacturing. Empowering community groups, and educating
local citizens on the impact of chronic drug abuse, and the need for all resource groups to work
together is ultimately the goal of SEINT. Utilizing all facets together will substantially reduce
narcotic abuse related problems in Des Moines County. Having the economic assistance of
additional federal and state funds will impact the successes of both treating addictions and
overcoming an influx of narcotics availability.

The Southeast Iowa Narcotics Task Force will continue cooperation with treatment, probation,
federal and state law enforcement, prosecution and more importantly our citizens in efficiently
reducing our current drug problem.

Being a border jurisdiction and because of available housing assistance, narcotics investigators
have seen an increase in narcotics trafficking locally by people with direct ties to those receiving
this assistance. Our biggest challenges have been identifying the multitude of people coming in
from outside the State of Iowa and the continual flow of replacement drug dealers.

Although new legislation had curbed local meth manufacturing, we are now seeing an increase in
meth manufacturing due to an increase in precursor purchases by multiple people for one-batch
makers. This has increased the need for constant supervision of “Psuedo” purchase logs. We have
realized recently that many people are making rounds from one store to the next purchasing
maximum amounts of psuedo in an effort to consolidate their resources. This has proven to be
exhaustive in manpower and requires constant communication with multiple jurisdictions.

Education efforts will and have remained an important aspect of our task force. Local education
efforts to both schools and citizen groups provide constant feedback to law enforcement and will
be continued.

COMMUNICATIONS 2007

The Burlington Police Department provides contracted services for communications to other Des
Moines County Public Safety agencies. The communications operators answer all 911 emergency
calls for the Des Moines County to include wireless and hard line 911 calls. The operators are
familiar with many different request, protocols and procedures from various agencies in the area.

The operators in the communications center vary in years of dedicated service to our community
from an employee in her first year of service to a dispatcher with his 20 plus years of service. Nine
full time employees provided over 90 years of experience this past year in the center. The
dispatchers are dedicated to providing the vital link between the public and the professional public
safety service they are requesting in their time of need.

The communication center generated 46,161 calls for service in 2007, which is 408 calls for
service less than last year. Starting in 1999 to present, the calls for service had a slight increase in
2000 to a slight decrease in the two years to follow. The calls for service has leveled off over the
past five years averaging around 46,000 calls for service in the Des Moines County area.

Annual Calls for Service (1999-present)
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Phone calls in the communications center averaged 337 incoming and outgoing calls per day
totaling 123,401 phone calls handled by the operators in 2007. Slightly over 75% of the phone
calls in communication center are incoming calls. The phone calls handled by the dispatchers have
steadily increased an average of about 14,000 calls a year over the past two years.

Call Volume per Year
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The dispatchers continuously monitor teletype information through the NCIC/lowa system and use
the same terminals to enter, modify, update and confirm wanted/missing persons, stolen vehicles,
vehicle parts, articles and stolen/found guns. They receive messages on this system and
communicate with other jurisdictions nationwide about police related topics such as entry
confirmations and investigations. Warrant entry, modification and the annual updating
information on entries is a very time consuming process utilizing the Teletype without
compromising accuracy and timeliness. Query of information in the system is requested often and
some of the queries now occur from the mobile data terminals in the squad cars.

In 2007 the communications center processed 88,518 transactions on the three data terminals in
the communications center. The Burlington Police Departments officers processed 50,371
transactions utilizing the 14 terminals from their squad cars providing them with access to
information directly from the NCIC/Iowa system. This figure does not include the terminals in the
Des Moines County Sheriff’s Office or West Burlington Police Department vehicles.

The communications center has been hosted by the Burlington Police Department for public safety
in Des Moines County since 1976 and will continue to fulfill its obligations to citizens of our
community.



BURLINGTON POLICE DEPARTMENT
CRIME PREVENTION - 2007

The Crime Prevention Unit consists of the School Resource Officer and the Lieutenant of Support
Services. Again this year, funding for the School Resource Officer (SRO) was provided by the
Burlington Community School District. The SRO reports to the Lieutenant of Support Services.

The number of citizen contacts, presentations and hours decreased in 2007. The presentations are
done at citizen request and given by personnel within the police department that have expertise in
the requested topics.

We team up with the National Child Safety Council to provide literature to the public about
various crime prevention techniques and reference materials for other educators in our area.

The following is a summary of some of the events the Burlington Police Department was involved
with:

e We represent the Law Enforcement sector on the Grade A PLUS steering committee and
participate in the Teddy Bear Picnic, Community Fall Fest in Greenway, Rockin Safe Eve
and teamed up with them to provide a Safe Alternative to Trick or Treat at the Memorial
Auditorium. We continue to present alcohol server training to businesses in coordination
with Grade A PLUS.

e We maintain membership on the board for the local chapter of Towa Safe Kids Coalition
now organized and funded by Young House Family Services.

e We have board members on the Des Moines County Red Cross.
e We participate in the City/County Safety Committee that meets every other month.
e We partnered with the Burlington Fire Department and Emergency Management to

organize and exercise of tactics and our plan to handle an armed disgruntled employee with
hostages at the Des Moines County Regional Airport.



Youth organization, scouting organizations and schools take tours of the Police
Department throughout the year.

The Day of the Child at Westland Mall is a large event. We see many youth from the
community and hand out activity and educational materials.

We presented information about our profession at two job fairs at Southeastern Community
College for some local 5™ and 8™ graders. .

The SRO conducted at least 20 informational presentations to over 2,500 persons including
but not limited to parents, faculty, staff and students.

Our Officers and Investigators presented information and prevention methods on Internet
Safety at 5 different venues to 220 people for over 12 hours.

We hosted 2 college interns from Western Illinois University for 14 weeks in the summer
and fall semester. They were challenged with educating themselves about police
procedures and guidelines. We implemented a daily written assignment program utilizing
some of the basic concepts a Probationary Officer would learn in the Field Training
Program.

We have scheduled and conducted unannounced K-9 intervention (sniffs) at Burlington
High School, Burlington Alternative School, and both Burlington middle schools. The
searches have not reveal any illegal narcotics but will serve as a deterrent to students from
bringing illegal substances with them to our schools.

The K9 officer and Reno spent over 47.5 hours conducting 15 demonstrations to
approximately 1575 people over the past year to schools, private and public organizations.

Our Department continues to sponsor and conduct tobacco compliance classes to area
tobacco outlets. The training provides educational information with a test and incentives
for the clerks and businesses. The intent of the state funded program is to detour and
eliminate underage purchasing and selling of tobacco.

We continued to work traffic control and security for special events such as the Bridge
Run, BHS Homecoming Parade, Steamboat Days and Holiday Parades.



Burlington Police Department - 2007
School Resource Officer / Burlington Community High School

The Burlington Community School Board approved the use of video cameras in the hallways and
the building entrances for the school year of 2007-2008. The cameras were placed in areas where
the most incidents occur. The use of the cameras decreased thefts and has assisted on solving other
issues that have occurred both inside and outside of the school building. Scheduling the use of the
K-9 unit more frequently in the high school assisted in preventing the sales and usage of illegal
drugs. Making improvements in securing the building from outside intruders and improving the
safety plan are being done on continuous bases. The School Resource Officer locates problem
areas or concerns and brings them to the building administrator and they are acted on in a timely
manner.

Officer Fogle’s primary duties are at the Burlington High School and Burlington Alternative High
School. On occasion the School Resource Officer has assisted the middle and grade schools.

The mission of the School Resource Officer is to bridge the gap between law enforcement and the
youth of the community. A few of the School Resource Officer’s duties include giving
presentations to classes, assisting administrators, being a mediator and a counselor.

BURLINGTON POLICE ANNUAL REPORT
ANIMAL CONTROL - 2007

Due to budget constraints in 2003, the part time civilian Animal Control Officer position was
eliminated from the Animal Control Budget. The position was reinstated and filled in June of
2006.

The Animal Control Unit consists of one part-time Animal Control Officer (ACO). The ACO
works 32 hours per week. The ACO supports the Patrol Division and reports to the Lieutenant of
Support Services.

The ACO assists the Burlington Police Department Officers with enforcing the City Code of
Burlington. Some of the duties and responsibilities of the ACO include picking up dogs and cats
that are running at large and setting live traps for cats. Additionally, the ACO picks up dead
animals on City property and disposes of them, investigates and completes animal bite reports,
verifies rabies vaccination on animals involved in bites and oversees the proper quarantine of the
animals involved in the bites. The ACO also investigates complaints of animal abuse and neglect
as well as notifies the owners of animals impounded and assists the Des Moines County Humane
Society and local veterinarians with euthanasia of unwanted animals.

The ACO acts as a liaison between the Burlington Police Department and the Des Moines County
Humane Society. The ACO, Burlington Police Department, and the Des Moines County Humane
Society work in a cooperative effort to provide nutritional needs and a safe, temporary
environment for strays and animals awaiting adoption.

New for Animal Control is the forming of the Animal Hearing Board, which hears cases involving
complaints of vicious animals. The ACO investigates vicious animal complaints and brings
suspected vicious animal cases before the Animal Hearing Board. The Animal Hearing Board
determines if the animal is vicious or not.

The City of Burlington Sanitation Department continues to assist the Police Department in picking
up dead animals on the City right-of-way during their normal working hours.

He has been able to do a couple of excellent training sessions with the rest of the corps on officer
relations and death notifications. Chap Adams took a leave of absence toward the end of 2007.

During the Chief’s death, six Chaplains responded to assist at the scene and in dispatch. They also
assisted with counseling issues for days after the incident.

Training for the year included: Internet Predator training with Det. Swore, Crisis Response and
the Chaplain, and Emergency Management training with Gina Hardin of Des Moines County
Emergency Management.
